 DISCUSSION POINTS FOR REGARDING HURON KINLOSS BEACH POLICY AND ENFORCEMENT
1) How can we clarify Beach versus Dune boundaries/characteristics?
2) Who owns the responsibility for dealing with the invasive species beyond Phragmites?
3) Extensive pictorial history shows that beach grass has NOT always been an historical element on Bruce Beach.
4) Ticketing offences without a specific infraction described and an available file noting the particulars leaves many things open to broad interpretation. Documents should be available at Township office for review.

5) Encouraging neighbours to file anonymous reports on other residents’ infractions is a divisive approach. Is it really needed?
6) An advisory council on beach issues that includes Beach Association participation could be considered
7) Clarification is needed on how contractors can get reasonable access to beach property and deal with invasive species on dune areas.
8) Measurement of nutrient flows to the Beach from drains and runoffs would be helpful in understanding their effect on vegetation and algae growth.

9) How can we work proactively with provincial, federal and other stakeholder bodies to reduce algae levels and runoff problems? 

10) Can we broaden beach policy development to include economic and resident enjoyment factors?  As well as causative elements from agriculture, Township drainage practices in addition to cottager activity should be acknowledged.
